Dry, style and finish hair using hairdressing techniques
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Overview

This standard coexists alongside,

 This standard is about a hair professional providing drying, styling and finishing services. You will also be required to do a post procedure evaluation and reflection for continuous improvement. Users of this standard will need to ensure that their practices reflect up-to-date information, policies, procedures and best practice guidance. It is advisable users of this standard are aware of, and comply with first aid requirements in accordance with legislation and organisational policies and procedures.

Glossary

​
Absolute contraindication
An absolute contraindication is a condition that prevents the service from being carried out and may require referral.
Adverse reaction
An adverse reaction is an 'unexpected' reaction or outcome following a service, i.e. fainting
Contra action
A contra-action is an 'expected' reaction or outcome following a service, i.e. erythema
Enhance natural movement
 
Tool(s) and/or technique(s) use to enhance natural wave or curl 
Evidence-based practice
Evidence-based practice is based on the best available, current, valid and relevant evidence.
First aid
First aid can refer to first aid at work qualifications or equivalent and first aid mental health awareness.
Hair curl classification
Hair curl classification can be referred to as Type 1 – 4.<
Protocol
A protocol is a standard procedure to ensure best practice and compliance when providing services, i.e. follow manufacturer's instructions.
Relative contraindication
A relative contraindication is a condition that requires an assessment of suitability for the service and/or if adaptions are required.
Silk press
A silk press is a hair styling technique that uses a blow-dryer and flat iron to straighten hair without a chemical relaxer.
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
