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Overview

This Standard for those working in waste industry using equipment and machinery under limited supervision. The eqipment and machinery must be used correctly and safely, with due regard for manufacturers' instructions and legal and regulatory requirements. It also covers the routine, day-to-day maintenance of this equipment, before and after use. The types of equipment and machinery included in this standard could be: 1. static compactors 2. roller compactors 3. bin lifters 4. leaf blowers 5. tail lifts 6. sack barrows 7. conveyors Use of machinery and equipment and all related actions must meet the requirements of the law and relevant codes of practice.
