 This standard is about providing specialist skin camouflage services to address a wide range of conditions, to restore the skin’s colouring to match the unaffected skin tone. It also covers the use of a variety of specialist camouflage products.

Glossary

Atrophic scar tissue


 Scar tissue that is lower than the surrounding skin; an indented scar.


 
Attributes of skin camouflage products


 The positive effects of using camouflage products, such as being waterproof and


 providing a sunblock.


 
Erythema


 Redness to the skin caused by irritation, or injury to the tissue.


 
Hypertrophic scar tissue


 Scar tissue that is higher than the surrounding skin; a protruding scar.


 
Hyperpigmentation


 Excessive colouration in comparison to the surrounding skin due to excess melanin (for


 example age spots, freckles, stretch marks, sun tan, melasma and chloasma).


 
Hypopigmentation


 Loss of colouration in comparison to the surrounding skin area (for example


 leucoderma, stretch marks, scarring, vitiligo).
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
