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Overview

This standard covers preparing, loading and incubating eggs for hatching in accordance with instructions. When working with livestock or machinery you should be trained and hold current certification, where required. This standard is suitable for those who prepare, load and incubate eggs.

8. process waste safely and correctly, in accordance with
1. instructions
9. carry out your work in accordance with relevant environmental
1. and health and safety legislation, animal health and welfare
1. legislation, risk assessment requirements, codes of practice and
1. business policies
12. complete records as required by the relevant legislation and the
1. business
