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Overview

This standard is about the planning and construction of diverse floral and planted designs for sale.  Diverse floral designs include tied, wired, glued and designs in a medium/water source.  They can range from waterfall/cascade arrangements, large scale arrangements, a design to include frameworks and much more.
This standard will also involve interpreting job specifications, producing detailed sketches and quotations/estimates, constructing and wrapping designs.
When undertaking all work the impact on the environment should be considered.
All work will be carried out in accordance with relevant legislation and organisational procedures.
This NOS is suitable for a Senior Florist.

Performance criteria

You must be able to:

1. Interpret job specifications, including customer brief, budget/costing, purpose, time frame for construction and potential difficulties which may arise
1. Select tools, equipment and personal protective equipment (PPE) suitable for constructing diverse floral and planted designs for sale
1. Produce detailed sketches of proposed diverse floral and planted designs, including the use of botanical nomenclature, sources of inspiration and construction techniques
1. Plan diverse floral and planted designs which take into account suitability for the intended purpose and suitability/durability of the materials
1. Plan diverse floral and planted designs using the Design Schema
1. Apply colour association and symbolism within suitable designs
1. Develop an awareness of the styles of influential floral designers, including ethos, inspiration and signature techniques/methods
1. Develop an awareness of how trends, both past and present, can influence a person’s ideas and design style
1. Consider sources of inspiration when designing diverse floral and planted designs
1. Propose ideas to meet design briefs for small events and corporate clients, working within company costing policies and preparing estimates/quotations
1. Communicate plans, design briefs and quotations/estimates with the customer
1. Evaluate and modify the plan where necessary to meet the needs of the customer
1. Source materials required for the construction of diverse designs
1. Construct diverse floral and planted designs using the relevant techniques and apply an understanding of the Principle and Elements of Design
1. Handle fresh botanical materials when constructing diverse floral and planted designs, in a way which minimises wastage, damage and contamination
1. Evaluate diverse floral and planted designs against the customer’s specifications and make modifications to the construction if necessary.
1. Evaluate diverse floral and planted designs with reference to the Elements and Principles of design, sources of inspiration and Design Schema
1. Wrap and protect a range of diverse floral and planted designs for presentation and/or transportation
1. Maintain hygiene and bio-security in accordance with policies and procedures of the organisation and in compliance with any relevant legislation
1. Monitor waste materials and ensure they are disposed of in a sustainable way, following any relevant legislation and policies and procedures of the organisation
1. Carry out all work in accordance with the relevant environmental and health and safety legislation, risk assessment requirements and policies and procedures of the organisation

Glossary

Diverse floral and plant designs: waterfall/cascade arrangements, framework arrangements, top table arrangements, 2D/3D hanging design, large scale arrangements.
Fresh Botanical material: Plants, cut flowers, cut foliage. 
Nomenclature: How botanical materials are identified using their Genus, species and cultivar/variety.
Elements of floral design: Colour, Form, Line, Space, Texture
Principles of floral design: Balance, Contrast, Dominance, Harmony, Proportion, Rhythm, Scale
Sources of inspiration: botany, culture, emotion, design, craft/technique, economic/budget
Design Schema including:
1. Order Category: Symmetry/Asymmetry
1. Arrangement: Decorative/vegetative/form linear
1. Floral Line Arrangement: Parallel/radial/crossings/freeline
1. Flower placement: Varied density /Distribution / Random scattered / Row and lines / Grouping
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
