When transporting animals you should be trained, and hold the current certification where required, in accordance with the relevant legislation.
When carrying out your work you must consider the impact it will have on the environment.

Legal requirements for training and certification:


Transporting animals over 65km and up to eight hours:

Drivers and attendants responsible for the transport of cattle, sheep, pigs, goats, domestic Equidae or poultry must hold a valid certificate of competence.


Transporting animals over eight hours:


•
‍ 
Anyone transporting cattle, sheep, pigs, goats, domestic Equidae or poultry over 65km must be competent to do so. Drivers and attendants must hold a valid certificate of competence.


Drivers must also hold the relevant licence to drive the vehicle, including a trailer, where used.
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
