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Overview

​


This standard covers carrying out and completing the milking of livestock, including cattle, goats and sheep.
 
You are required to maintain the condition and welfare of the livestock throughout the milking procedure. This includes during the actual milking, and while the livestock are entering and leaving the milking parlour. On completion of the milking procedure, the work area and equipment must be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected.

When working with livestock or machinery you should be trained, and hold the current certification where required, in accordance with the relevant legislation.


When carrying out your work you must consider the impact it will have on the environment, and work towards preserving and improving habitats and biodiversity and responding to and mitigating the effects of climate change.
