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Overview

​


This standard is about supervising and leading prescribed burning as part of vegetation management, commonly heather or grass. It relates to the activities that you undertake to confirm that the work is carried out safely and effectively.


This standard is for at those who work in game and wildlife management, environmental conservation, forestry or farming and can be applied to any area of land where heather or other surface vegetation is managed by burning.

Anyone carrying out prescribed burning should be trained, and hold current certification where required, in accordance with nation-specific legislation.


They must also follow the current legal requirements and codes of practice relevant to the nation where the burning is taking place.
