This standard is aimed at those who work in forestry, conservation, farming or game and wildlife management and have responsibility for managing wildfire incidents or prescribed fire operations. It relates to the activities that you undertake to develop a wildfire management plan, including scoping, survey, analysis, synthesis, implementation, monitoring and review.
