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Overview

​This standard covers the skills and knowledge required to manage occupational health requirements in wood occupations.

1. complying with DSE, First Aid and working at height requirements

1. manage portable appliance (PAT) and fixed installation testing requirements in accordance with legislation
1. comply with display screen equipment (DSE) requirements in accordance with legislation
1. check all employees comply with display screen equipment (DSE) requirements in accordance with legislation
1. check all employees comply with working at height regulations
1. check your organisation complies with the first aid regulations at all times
1. report any near misses, incidents or accidents following legal requirements
